CAMPING AND HIKING 
HINTS #1

camping, hiking, and hunting hints that I have 
handed to me in my youth by my one grandmother 
and one of her brothers. They were very observing of 
nature and collected many of these old sayings.  
I decided to share them with you. When you are 
spending your days camping, hiking, fishing, hunting 
or maybe just taking a day trip, it is wise to look to 
nature for weather signs. It can make or break you. If 
a storm hits the unprepared, it can ruin the trip and 
possibly endanger the participants. If you are ready 
for it, what could be a hardship ends up as an added 
ŀŘǾŜƴǘǳǊŜΦ !ǎ ǿŜ ŀƭƭ ƪƴƻǿΣ ȅƻǳ ŎŀƴΩǘ ǊŜƭȅ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ 
weather forecasters 100% of the time.  
 
When the wind is from the east, 
óTis fit for neither man nor beast. 
When the wind is from the south,  
The rain is in its mouth. 
When the wind is from the west, 
Then it is the very best.  
 
Red sky at night, sailorsô delight. 
Red sky in morning, sailors take warning. 
 
When all the cows are pointed north, 
Within a day rain will come forth. 
 
Onion skins very thin, mild winter coming in. 
Onion skins very tough, winterôs going to be 
rough. 
 
When your boots make the squeak of snow, 
Then very cold temperatures will surely show. 
 
If a goose flies high, fair weather ahead. 
If a goose flies low, foul weather will come 
instead. 
 
A thick coat on a wooly caterpillar means a big 
early snow is coming. 
 
Chipmunks will run with their tails up before a 
rain. 
 

Bees always stay near their hives before a 
rainstorm. 
 
When the birds are perched on large limbs near 
tree trunks, an intense but short storm will arrive. 
 
On the coast, if groups of seagulls or other 
seabirds are flying a mile inland, look for major 
winds. 
 
If crickets are chirping very loud during the 
evening, the next day will be clear and warm. If 
crickets do not chirp at night, you can be sure 
rain is on its way. 
 
If the smoke of a campfire at night rises in a thin 
spiral, good weather is assured for the next day. 
 
If the smoke of a campfire at night is sluggish, 
drifting and hovering, it will rain the next day. 
 
If there is a ring around the moon, count the 
number of stars inside the ring, and that is how 
many days until the next rain. 
 
If the moon is clear and white, the weather will 
be good the next day. 
 
If there is a ring around the sun, a change in the 
weather is on its way.  
 
The high, thin clouds called cirrus indicate a 
change in the weather. The oval-shaped clouds 
called lenticular indicate high winds.  
 
Two different levels of clouds moving in different 
directions indicate changing weather soon. 
 
Huge, dark billowing clouds called 
cumulonimbus, suddenly forming on warm 
afternoons in the mountains, mean that a short 
but intense thunderstorm with lightning can be 
expected. 
 
ñScout cloudsò or clouds that look like cotton 
balls precede a rain. 
 
When squirrels are busy gathering food for 
extended periods, it means good weather is 
ahead in the short term, but a hard winter is 
ahead in the long term. 



KRAFTY KRAFTS 

 LADYBUG GAME 

Ever wonder why ladybugs have spots? Bold wing 
patterns warn enemies (birds and spiders) of the ōŜŜǘƭŜΩǎ 
best defense: a foul-tasting, smelly fluid they can squirt 
from their joints when threatened. The number of spots 
depends on the type of ladybug (there are some 5,000 
varieties). Here's a fun game in which kids can try to 
match their opponents spot for spot.  
MATERIALS 
1-yard piece of dark green felt 
Hot glue gun 
Squares of light green, red and black felt 
Dried beans 
Black colored marker  
INSTRUCTIONS 
Cut a large leaf (2 1/2 feet long and 1 3/4 feet wide) from 
the dark green felt. With the hot glue gun, attach leaf 
veins trimmed from light green felt (a parent's job). Next, 
cut out five pairs of 6-inch-wide red felt circles. Glue 
together the edges of each pair, leaving a small opening. 
Fill the circles with dried beans, then glue closed the 
openings. Glue on black felt heads. Cut out black felt 
spots and glue two on one bug and four, six, eight and ten 
on the others, respectively. Draw wing lines on the bugs 
with the black marker.  
To play the game, set the leaf on the ground and line up 
10 to 25 feet away (this distance is gauged on the age of 
the child). Have the first child in line toss the beanbags 
one at a time with the aim of landing as many as possible 
on the leaf. Now add together the number of spots on all 
of the ladybugs that are touching the leaf. For instance, if 
the two-spotted, six-spotted, and eight-spotted ladybugs 
are touching the leaf, the score is 16.  
The game continues in this manner until everyone has 
had a turn. The child with the highest score wins.  
 

TAPS 
By now you may have received the story of Taps via an e-
mail.  I know I have received it many times. If I am not 
mistaken, I even put the story in a Sinclair Sailings some 

time ago when I was asked for the words to it. Anyway, I 
opened a message on the 4th of July with the subject line 
of TAPS. I figured I knew what it was but just in case it 
was different I would open it. It was different because 
someone took the time to write the following additional 
message above the story and pictures of Taps. I wanted 
to share this ladies view with you. I have attended as 
many parades in the last few weeks that I could, looking 
for Scouts in uniform for pictures to put into this. I was 
upset to see so many people not stand or salute for our 
flag as it came down the street. They were on cell phones, 
visiting with the person next to them or just sitting or 
standing. If you recall, there was one Bear Scout who did 
stand and his picture was in the June/July issue of the 
Sailings.   

As a former military wife living overseas and on military 
installations a few times and observing the military 
customs on post, it was always inspirational to me to see 
the whole military world come to a standstill twice a day, 
once at 6 am and once again at 6 pm.  At 6 am, the flag 
on post is raised with a bugler playing Reveille to signal 
the new day has begun.  While the flag is being raised and 
while the music is being played, all military members, 
their dependents and all visitors on the installation 
are expected to stop whatever they are doing, even 
stopping their cars and drivers getting out of them, with 
military personnel standing at attention and saluting and 
all others standing still quietly and everyone facing the 
direction of the flag.  At the end of the day, the same 
procedure happens when the flag is lowered and Retreat 
is played by the bugler signaling the end of the day.  The 
service member chosen to play the bugle is honored to 
be selected and respected by his peers.  In the on post 
military theatres, before the movie/previews begin, the 
Star Spangled Banner is played with a short film of the 
American flag and patriotic images to accompany the 
music and all the people in the theatre stand up and 
salute or put their hands over their hearts until the music 
ends.  It's amazing to see the reverence that the military 
community shows the American flag and should be a sign 
to all Americans of the underlying meaning of the flag to 
those who serve our country in our military and are willing 
to put their very lives on the line to protect our country 
and preserve our freedoms.  The same respect is paid to 
all those who have made the ultimate sacrifice and are 
laid to rest in military cemeteries all around the world.  
Taps is played reverently at military funerals and often 
brings even the most hardened hearts to tears.  No 
greater gift is ever given than one who lays down his life 
for his friends.  We ask our all volunteer military members 
to accept that risk and they deserve our respect and 
gratitude for answering the bugle call.
