I n recognition of BSAO6s 1
the Boy Scouts of America Centennial
Commemorative Coin Act (H.R. 5872) was signed
into law by President George W. Bush. It was
introduced by U.S. Rep. Pete Sessions (R-Texas)
and championed by Sen. Jeff Sessions (R-Alabama).
Minting of the 350,000 silver dollar coins will occur
between 8 February 2010, and 1 January 2011. For
each coin sold, there is a $10 surcharge i
representing a $3.5 million donation i that will be
made available to local councils in the form of grants
for the extension of Scouting in hard-to-serve area.
These funds will become available after the coin
sales are completed, probably in late 2010. Grant
request requirements and guidelines will be
developed by the BSA Foundation and shared with
local councils in advance of fund availability. The
design of the coin will be selected by the Secretary of
the Treasury after consultation with Chief Scout
Executive Bob Mazzuca and the Commission of Fine
Arts. It will also be reviewed by the Citizen Coinage
Advisory Committee.
