Slow Cooker Hot Fudge Sundae Cake 
Never thought of your slow cooker as a dessert 
maker? This tasty recipe will convince you that "slow 
and easy" is the way to go. 
Ingredients: 
1 cup all-purpose flour  
1/2 cup sugar  
1/4 cup plus 2 tablespoons cocoa, divided  
2 teaspoons baking powder  
1/2 teaspoon salt  
1/2 cup milk  
2 tablespoons vegetable oil  
1 teaspoon vanilla  
1/2 cup chopped nuts  
3/4 cup brown sugar, packed  
1 1/2 cups hot water  
  
Directions: 
Spray inside of 2- to 3½-quart slow cooker with cooking 
spray.  
Mix flour, sugar, 2 tablespoons cocoa, baking powder and 
salt in medium bowl.  
Stir in milk, oil and vanilla until smooth; fold in nuts.  
Spread batter evenly in bottom of slow cooker.  
Mix brown sugar and ¼ cup cocoa in small bowl. Stir in hot 
water until smooth. Pour evenly over batter in cooker.  
Cover and cook on high heat setting 2 to 2½ hours or until 
toothpick inserted in center comes out clean.  
Turn off cooker. Let cake stand, uncovered, 30 to 40 
minutes to cool slightly before serving.  
Spoon warm cake into dessert dishes. Spoon sauce over 
top.  
 
Remember, Dutch Ovens were the original slow cookers 
so what you can cook in the house, can be done over the 
campfire.

   By now, Mrs... Thompson realized the problem and she was 
ashamed of herself. She felt even worse when her students 
brought her Christmas presents, wrapped in beautiful ribbons 
and bright paper, except for Teddy's.

It produces gaseous 
fumes that kill. There are some great little propane 
heaters that advertise they are for indoor/outdoor use but 
these too need to be used in a ventilated area. Keep a 
window or door open just a bit for fresh air. If you use one 
of these heaters, and feel a little light headed, sleepy, or 
have a head ache, get out into the fresh air and see your 

doctor ASAP as you may have inhaled the fumes. Let your 
doctor know what you are using for heat or cooking. If you 
are not sure you can drive yourself to your doctor or 
hospital, call 9-1-1 and tell the person on the other end of 
the line you have used an alternative heat or cooking 
form. The EMTs are trained to take care of you. A good 
idea is to let neighbors, friends or relatives know you are 
using an alternative heat/cooking form and have them 
check up on you daily.
